Since the onset of the pandemic, food
insecurity in Massachusetts increased from
9% to over 17%.

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, food insecurity in
- Massachusetts increased 55% from 2019 to 2020. Food
insecurity rates during the pandemic were highest among
adults with children. 42% of households with children
experienced food insecurity during the pandemic.
